Omnidirectional Antenna tested

A modified turnstile antenna described in the previous newsletter has been tried out a couple more times. It seems to work fine, and reports of hunters indicates it is no more or less difficult to locate than our usual simple dipole antenna.

There were a couple of inquiries from others interested in experimenting with the antenna, but so far no feedback from those tests.
